
From the President 
This is not your father’s (or mother’s) County Bar Association.  We are twice as big (320 lawyers),
and I believe, twice as specialized.  I see the Bar as a fairly splintered group with more and more
attorneys focusing their practices on smaller and smaller areas of the law resulting in contact with
fewer and fewer different lawyers on a regular basis.  The result is, we simply do not know each
other.  A consequence of not knowing each other appears to be a growing separateness and
diminished collegiality, which has in turn led to lessened participation in Bar sponsored activities.

LAW LIBRARY UPDATES

Subject:  Electronic Research at the Yakima County Law Library

Hello!  I hope everyone is having a great summer!  We would like to update you
on some improvements and changes to the electronic research materials.

First, the Law Library has replaced its old computers with new, faster ones with
flat-screen, 19” monitors!  We have also installed a new and faster printer for
use with the workstations.  Remember that you can also e-mail Westlaw research
results directly to your office computer using the internal Westlaw e-mail feature.

Second, we have expanded Westlaw resources to include the powerful new
“ResultsPlus” and “RegulationsPlus” features of Westlaw.  Come in and look at
the notebooks provided by West Publishing to see all the titles now available
to you.  Also remember, WSBA Practice Deskbooks are available online
through Loislaw.

Third, we are shifting to an individual user login and passwords for computer
use.  Your login will be your name and your password will be your entry and
copier access code.  I am currently inputting users’ names (Firstname Lastname,
NOT case sensitive) and your access codes as your password.  Please try that
first.  If your name is not yet entered, or you are a new computer user, please
email or call me, or leave a note under my door! 

In the meantime, if you are not in the system, use “lawlib” and “lawdesk” as usual
until 9/1.  By then, most users who have used the library in the last 2 years will
be entered. 

As a matter of “housekeeping”, please remember to check out all materials, even
for a day.  Simply fill out a card and insert in the vacant spot.  Please return items
in 2 weeks or call for extended checkout.  Also, it would be appreciated if all
books were reshelved.  Thanks in advance for your cooperation!
