As noted elsewhere in this newsletter, Superior
Court Judge James Hutton has been appointed to
the position of Magistrate for the U.S. District Court
for the Eastern District of Washington and as a
result there will be a vacancy on the Yakima County
Superior Court Bench.  Congratulations Judge
Hutton, we are very happy for you and wish you
well in this endeavor.  In the meantime, we are sorry
to see you go and I am sure I am joined by all of
the members of the County Bar Association in
saying you have been an exemplary member of the
Yakima County Superior Court Bench and we will
miss your sense of humor and sound judgment.

For those of you interested in applying to fill the
vacancy created by Judge Hutton, please see the
announcement in other parts of the newsletter.
Interestingly, the Governor’s Office wants any Bar
polls or evaluations completed 30 days before the
deadline for applications.  We are in the process of
reviewing the Bar poll procedure as this is being
written.

In addition to the above matters, this newsletter
reminds me that it has been some time since we
have updated the Yakima County Bar Association
Roster.  The last one I’m aware of was done in 1995
when Teresa Kulic, now on the Bench of the Court
of Appeals, was president.  (Not counting the history
of the Yakima County Bar assembled by Judge Ray
E. Munson in 2002)

I have also noted that we have no lawyer referral
apparatus in Yakima County, as the referral calls
seem to come directly to me.  With the number of
attorneys who are specializing or at least limiting
their practices, it behooves us to organize, in
someway, a lawyer referral information service so
that at least among ourselves we could be referring
cases outside our area of experience to attorneys
who are interested in providing representation on
particular kinds of cases.

Obviously we are busy, but there are plenty of things
undone, so don’t be surprised to get a call from me
asking you to chair or serve on a committee to
address a particular problem.  Better yet, you could
call me and volunteer to take it upon yourself to
organize a committee to address problems as you
perceive them, thereby expanding the list of the
usual suspects.

Judge Hutton Goes Federal
On October 7, 2007 Judge Whaley announced that the Honorable James P. Hutton has
been selected as the next Yakima County Superior Court judge to become a federal
Magistrate, pending FBI security clearance.  He will be replacing former Yakima County
Superior Court Judge Michael Leavitt.

Reaction was mixed.  “I am personally distraught that Judge Hutton will no longer be
available to hear my state cases,” says a local attorney, who wished to remain anonymous.
 “I will do everything in my power to prevent this from happening,” he said.

As a past president of the association, I want to applaud acting president Will Halpin
and other officers on their effort to breath some new life into our on-life-support-but-
not-completely-dead bar association.

Following are various items of interest you will need to be aware of

and also share with your staff.

Certified copies via your email or fax:   The Yakima County Clerk will

begin ‘certifying copies’ electronically by placing the ‘seal of court’ and

Deputy Clerk signature on the last page of each pleading you request to

be “Certified”.  Costs for certified copies still remain at $5.00 for the first

page and $ 1.00 for additional pages of each pleading.   Recent changes

to RCW 19.34.300 and 321, and RCW 5.44.130 have made this possible.

 PAYMENT IS REQUIRED IN ADVANCE.

The Clerk’s office continues to receive pleadings for filing that do not

comply with court rules.  Below are specific portions of specific rules that

are of issue:

General Rule 14(a)……Papers filed shall not include any colored pages,

highlighting or other colored markings.

General Rule 22 specifically addresses types of documents that are to be

filed under seal and also has specific coversheets that shall be used.  Do

not prepare generic coversheets for documents.   Use the required

coversheets identified in General Rule 22.  If you do not have the coversheets,

they can be access on the internet from the following link:

http://www.courts.wa.gov/forms/?fa=forms.contribute&formID=67
or purchased from the Clerk’s office.  Remember when filing documents

with the cover sheets, a cover sheet is attached to the documents and a

separate cover sheet is filed for the public portion of the file.

Also remember that General Rule 22 applies to Guardianship cases.

Additionally there is a new local form, Guardianship Summary that is to be

filed in guardianship cases.  This form contains identifiers protected under

court rule and must be filed under seal consistent with the provisions of

General Rule 22.

Documents that are not filed in compliance with the General Rules will

be returned to the respective office with a coversheet indicating the reason

it was returned.  Please correct and resubmit.

Motions that have previously been noted for hearing and not heard, may

be re-noted upon five court days notice.  The Note for Motion Docket

shall also be filed in conformity with the five court days notice.  Any matter

to be noted on shorter time, must be done by an Order Shortening Time.

 When an Order to Show Cause is entered setting a court hearing, the

matter cannot be re-noted by filing a Note for Calendar or Note for

Motion Docket.  An Amended Order to Show Cause must be entered

establishing a new hearing date.

When filing pleadings which include an exhibit or attachment, do not use

tabs of any type in the document being filed.  The separator pages within

the document shall have typed in the center of the page, preferably in 28

point font, as follows:

You may wish to tab the Judge’s working copy for convenience of the bench.

When filing a Notice of Presentation document, do not attach a copy of

the documents being presented to the noting document being filed.  The

copies should be attached to the Judge’s working copies for review.

All Judges’ working copies need to be submitted directly to the Court

Administrator’s office.

The Administrative Office of the Courts is finalizing the forms for Vunerable

Adult Protection Order cases.  They will be available on the State Court

website by  Monday, October 1, 2007.   Coversheets have also been updated.

 You may access the current forms on the following website:

http://www.courts.wa.gov/forms.

The Administrative Office of the Courts has updated some of the pattern

forms.  Please verify you are using the correct version of the form.  Additionally,

for cases that are having a Parenting Plan entered, there is now a mandatory

requirement that a Residential Time Summary Report is filed simultaneously

with the Parenting Plan.  The Child Support Worksheets now contain a Child

Support Order Summary Report on the first page of the worksheets.

Additionally, the Child Support Worksheets now require identifying the

sheets as proposed by a party.  Please remember to complete the appropriate

section on the worksheets when preparing them.

Effective the middle of October, 2007, the Probate/Unlawful Detainer/Exparte

docket is being moved back into the courthouse.  An agreement between

District and Superior courts will allow this docket to be heard in a District

Court Courtroom.

Finally, I wanted to take an opportunity to thank each of you and your

respective staff for the great working relationship we have.  If you have any
