	Largest national professional association for lawyers in the United States.  Strongly supports civil legal aid, pro bono, and criminal indigent defense efforts. 

	AOC
	Administrative Office Of The Courts
	Judicial branch agency which provides fiscal and administrative support, training and resources for state trial and appellate courts.

	Alliance
	Washington State Alliance for Equal Justice
	Includes all civil legal aid programs that work together to meet the civil legal needs of poor people in service of the ATJ Board’s State Plan.

	ATJ Board
	Access to Justice Board
	Body established by the Washington Supreme Court as the central planning, coordination and oversight body for Washington State’s integrated civil legal aid delivery system. 

	ATJI
	Access to Justice Institute
	Seattle University School of Law’s social justice hub – promoting and supporting community engagement, bridge building and leadership development in the service of social justice.

	BJA
	Board for Judicial Administration
	Principal policy development body for all levels of state courts.

	Campaign or C4EJ
	Campaign for Equal Justice
	Statewide private resource development campaign targeted principally at attorneys and law firms.

	CLEAR
	Coordinated Legal Education 
Advice and Referral service
	Statewide intake, access and referral hotline. Limited service in King County. Operated by Northwest Justice Project.

	CLS
	Columbia Legal Services
	Staffed legal aid program with specialized areas of client and legal advocacy focus.  Does not receive federal or state appropriated funding.  Principal source of funding is IOLTA.

	CSR
	Case Service Report
	Standardized statistical report on clients served required by LSC and LFW.

	DRC
	Dispute Resolution Center
	Many localities have effective DRC’s to help solve a wide range of civil disputes.  

	DV Providers
	Domestic Violence Victim Service and Advocacy Providers
	DV victim service providers provide emergency legal advocacy and supportive services for domestic violence survivors.  Work closely with Alliance for Equal Justice programs.  

	EJC
	Equal Justice Coalition 
	Equal Justice Coalition is a standing committee of the ATJ Board and serves as the principal voice of the ATJ Board and the Alliance on matters relating to state and federal funding.  Administered by the Legal Foundation of Washington

	Equal Justice Conference
	Annual national conference sponsored by NLADA and ABA Center for Pro Bono. 

	IOLTA
	Interest on Lawyers’ Trust Accounts
	Established by Supreme Court rule in 1984, IOLTA mechanism directs income from attorneys’ pooled trust accounts to the Legal Foundation of Washington for support of civil legal aid services.  Not subject to federal or state legislative limitations.

	JIJ

	Justice in Jeopardy
	BJA-led initiative established in   to increase state and local funding for trial court operations, civil legal aid, indigent public defense and parents’ representation in dependency cases.

	LAW Fund
	Legal Aid for Washington Fund
	Statewide private fundraising organization that administers the Campaign for Equal Justice.

	LFW
	Legal Foundation of Washington
	Charged with administering and overseeing use of IOLTA funds.  Hosts and staffs the EJC and LAWFund.

	LSC
	Legal Services Corporation
	Congressionally established non-profit corporation that provides funding for civil legal aid in all 50 states.  In Washington, LSC funds are granted to the Northwest Justice Project.

	NJP
	Northwest Justice Project
	Statewide provider of civil legal aid services.  Recipient of funding from LSC and OCLA.  Hosts CLEAR system and statewide self-help resource center.  

	NWIRP
	Northwest Immigrant Rights Project

	Provides comprehensive immigration legal services and community education to advance the human rights and well-being of low-income immigrants living in Washington. 

	OAH

	Office of Administrative Hearings
	An independent state agency made up of 74 administrative law judges (ALJs) who conduct impartial administrative hearings for Washington's citizens and governmental agencies.

	OCLA
	Office of Civil Legal Aid
	Independent judicial branch agency that administers and oversees state appropriated legal aid funding.

	PAI
	Private Attorney Involvement
	Refers to requirement that LSC funded programs spend not less than 12.5% of their federal grants on activities to involve the private bar in the delivery of legal aid services.

	ULP

	Unemployment Law Project
	Provides free legal assistance and information to people who have been denied unemployment benefits or whose right to those benefits is being challenged

	VAWA
	Violence Against Women Act
	Source of federal funding for civil legal aid services to DV victims.

	VLP
	Volunteer Lawyer Program
	There are 19 VLPs (also called pro bono programs) in Washington State, staffed by paid coordinators who make legal referrals to volunteer attorneys.

	VOCA
	Victims of Crime Act
	Source of federal funds for legal assistance to victims of crime, including domestic violence victims.  Administered through the Department of Community, Trade and Economic Development’s Office of Crime Victims Advocacy. 

	WSBA
	Washington State Bar Association
	Statewide attorney licensing and regulatory entity.  Serves as host to and is the substantial funder of the ATJ Board.  Oversees the practice of law.
